DEE964 CERTIFICATE - Obtained from the Driving School

Requirement: Students must complete the first 6 hours of class and pass both parts of the permit test to receive the initial DEE-964 Certificate required for a learner permit. After completing the
full driver’s ed program, they will receive the final certificate needed for a driver license.

VERIFICATION OF ENROLLMENT - Obtained from High School Attendance Office

Requirement: This document verifies 90% attendance and good grades. Students taking a homeschool program will need to contact their administrators to receive this document. Ineligibility for

a VOE will delay the start of the driving phase.

SOCIAL SECURITY CARD

Requirement: Only official certified cards are accepted. Digital copies are not allowed.

PROOF OF RESIDENCY - Bring 2 Items

Requirement: The parent/guardian accompanying you to the DPS must have their name and Texas residential address on all presented documents.

Alternative documents that can be used

Utility statement - dated within 90 days

- Includes electric, water, natural gas, cable TV.

- Cell phone bills are not accepted

Unexpired Texas voter registration card, Motor vehicle registration or title, Medical or health card,
Current homeowner’s or renter’s insurance policy or insurance statement, Texas high school/ college/university report
card/transcript from the current year, W-2 or 1099 tax form from current tax year, current mail from a banking institution
